ut on the first day of the week, at early dawn, they went to the tomb, taking the spices 
they had prepared. 2 And they found the stone rolled away from the tomb, 3 but when 
they went in they did not find the body of the Lord Jesus.

“25”, twenty-five dollars will be sent to Bethany.) You will receive a link asking for a 
quickcode. Enter “bethany” and finish this setup form. (You only have to do this once.) 
Next time simply text the amount to the number. Your gift will be processed 
immediately. When you are doing your online banking, consider making your offering a 
part of your online bill pay (either by electronic transfer or by having your bank cut the 
check and send it to Bethany).
